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ñI Hope You Knowò 

        

Nearly 2,000 years ago, a rumor started among a church, 
and as most rumors can, this one spread like wildfire.  The 
rumor went something like this ñJesus Christ was never 
really here, and the people who thought they saw Him, just 
saw a figment of their imagination.ò  More than a few began 
believing this rumor, and it resulted in many wrestling with 
their faith.  It was the main reason John wrote his first 
letter, containing more than evidences of Jesus, it contained 
the assurance of Jesus, ñThese things I have written to you 
who believe in the Son of God, that you may know you have 
eternal life, and that you may continue to believe in the 
name of the Son of Godò (I John 5:13).   
 
About the same time it was not a rumor but a rejection 
which deceived the hearts of the people of God when Paul 
wrote to the Romans.  He begged them to look to the 
Creator of all the world and the leader of all life.  He spoke 
how the Lord God of heaven will deliver the hearts of all 
men from their sins through His Son and our Savior, Jesus 
Christ.  The same power God used to raise Jesus Christ from 
the dead, He will extend to you and to me when we bury our 
sin in Jesus Christ through the waters of baptism.  His blood 

saves us from our sins, but itôs following His life that 
sanctifies us from our sins and brings us to the promise, 
ñThere is therefore, now, no condemnation to those who are 
in Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the flesh, but 
walk according to the spiritò (Romans 8:1).  When our world 
is threatened with deceit, we have the assurance of belief.  
When our world is threatened with rejection of salvation, we 
have the assurance of no separation from the Father.   

 scripture is in the Lordôs word, and in oder to do that, 
weôve God to understand it in context.  Jeremiahôs 
lament begins by feeling overlooked by those around 
him (Lamentations 1:12).  In a sea of people, it is at 
times, easy to feel as though everyone else is going 
about their business, while your life and your world 
seem to be spiraling out of control.  Itôs only until 
Jeremiah speaks, that his world and his perception of 
his world can ever begin to change.   
 
When Jeremiah looked into his heartache, he at first 
did not like what he saw.  He felt as though the Lord 
was oppressing him, and causing all of this pain to be 
a reality in his life?  Was that the case for Jeremiah?  
Is it the case for us?  Truth be told, sometimes we are 
more to blame for our sorrow and our heartache; our 
personal interpretations of the world around us, than 
God is the source of all our misery.  But suppose God is 
the source of such woe and heartache, not that He 
delights in such, but just suppose He is the source.  If 
thatôs true, then who could possibly deliver us from 
such a place?  There is none greater than our God, and 
there is none more powerful than our Lord.  That is the 
one thought Jeremiah could not let slip his mind.  I 
hope you know, that is the one thing he had to recall 
and the reason his soul sank within, because of the 
Lordôs mercy, goodness, and the hope. 

But what happens when our world is turned upside down, 
and we donôt know what to do in our lives?  Where we want 
to begin is Lamentations 3:22 -24, with the Lordôs mercies 
being new every morning, the Lord being our portion, and 
our best hope being in Him.  But we canôt begin there.  Truth 
be told weôve got to  understand why that powerful verse of  
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 WOW! The mission trip to Providenciales, Turks 
& Caicos Islands was everything and more than we 
hoped it would be.  The church is alive and well as they 
are never ending in their desire to share our Lord with 
others.  Our first few days on the island we had a 
Vacation Bible School with 50 and 80 in attendance 
respectively as we meet under tents, on the porch, and 
anywhere we could.  We also worshipped with the 
congregation on Wednesday and Sunday.  Wednesday I 
was able to share a lesson and Sunday several of our 

men and I joined in with their men to lead the worship services in English 
and French Creole.  In times outside of this, we had opportunity to have a 
Family Day on the beach with the Provo church.  We also looked at 
building opportunities for this congregation to be fully established and 
space for growth.

We hope soon to have a 
presentation and DVD of our travels.  We were so thankful for the gifts of 
a meal and a plaque from the Provo Church of Christ for our time there.  
We came home with memories for a lifetime, friendships made and some 
rekindled, and a love for this church and a desire to continue to 
encourage them as they reach the lost of the islands.
