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ñI Hope You Knowò 

Do I have to live in fear?  Do I have to live in anxiety and in 
depression?  Do I have to live in the prisons of life, where 
the chains are yesterdayôs mistakes and the bars are all the 
disasters which have ever marked my days?  We convince 
ourselves we must and we have to, that we have no 
alternative.  Out of fear we stay the same.  When fear holds 
our hearts we struggle to change.  There is nothing pleasant 
about abusive relationships, about addictions, about 
anxiety, or about the aftermath of a tragedy.  But the 
abused and even the abuser have only known how to abuse 
and how to cover up the abuse .  Itôs not because itôs better, 
itôs because thatôs all theyôve known.  Thereôs nothing 
pleasant about addictions.  Loss of memory, loss of family, 
loss of jobs, loss of health, loss of money, loss of trust, loss 
of friends, sometimes even a loss of faith.  No addict sits 
back and says , thatôs my goal, I want to lose it all .  But 
there comes a point when the addiction is the only thing 
they know , they only thing thatôs constant, the only thing 
they have really ever had as a source of stability, as ironic 
as it sounds .  Itôs not because the addiction is better or that 
lifestyle is better , itôs because thatôs all theyôve ever known.   
 

The people around the addict are the same way .  Theyôve 
covered up, explained away, apologized for, protected, and 
prayed and prayed, and prayed, and then they wind up still 
not knowing what to do .  Itôs not because itôs better, itôs 
because thatôs what has become familiar.  Itôs true with 

anxiety or the aftermath of a tragedy.  When you forget 
what good days are like or when smiling or laughing 
becomes a challenge , itôs not because itôs better, itôs just 
familiar , and familiar always has less fear .  Thereôs the fear 
of doing the right thing .  Thereôs a fear of doing the wrong 
thing .  Thereôs a fear of doing nothing.  Fear has been and 
will always be a challenge of the human heart, but we need 
not fear facing our fear.   
 

Hereôs the good news, you need not fear that in life it will 
always be that way.  You can change, overcome, and be 
whole in life.  But it will not happen if you remain paralyzed 
by fear , by whatôs coming around the next corner or by 
what others might say and think about you.  John told his  

The spirit of Christianity begs the believer to know the 
love of God is not only available for your heart, but it is 
able to transform all your heart with the assurances of 
His love .  ñThere is no fear in love; but perfect love 
casts out fear , because fear involves tormentò (I John 
4:18).  What you focus on, where you mind settles and 
the persistence of your want, may make all the 
difference for your overcoming fear.  I hope you know, 
if you fill your life, mind, heart, attitude with the 
nature of God, His love, His word, His worship, His will, 
chances are, if fear threatens your heart, mind, or soul, 
it wonôt have much room to live or live for long.   

brethren , ñBy this we know that we abide in Him, and 
He in us , because He has given us of His Spiritò (I John 
4:13).  What is His Spirit?  Peter said  the gift of the 
Holy Spirit, a new life, understanding, and purpose, 
freed from sin by the Saviorôs blood was not possible.  
He said the same salvation and Spirit was promised to 
those present at Pentecost, to those not present at 
Pentecost, and to those who were afar off, as many as 
the Lord our God will call (Acts 2:39).  You and I are in 
one of those categories.  His Spirit is not a Spirit of 
fear.
