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ñI Hope You Knowò 

ñLord, teach us to pray.ò Is it any wonder that such a 
question would be asked of Jesus?  Jesus prayed at His 

baptism ( Luke 3:21 ); Jesus prayed as often as He could 

(Luke 5:16 ); Jesus prayed as He called His Apostles ( Luke 
6:12 ); He prayed alone ( Luke 9:18 ); He prayed with 

friends ( Luke 9:28 -29 ); He prayed for His friends ( Luke 
22:32 ); He prayed for His courage ( Luke 22:41 -44 ); He 

prayed at His crucifixion ( Luke 23:34 ).  Jesus prayed all 
the time, and at all the critical moments in His life, prayer 

was present.  But what is the power found in prayer?  

God the Father is inviting (Matt 6:9).  This is to whom we 

are praying.  When we pray, we direct our thoughts, our 
requests to God the Father, just as Jesus commanded.  

When Jesus was preparing to leave His apostles He 
instructed them to ask it of the Father.  God is the focus 

of our prayer, and we know that He is listening.  
Remember how Paul instructed that we are to make our 

request known to God?  We do so, because He is listening 

(Phil 4:6).  ñOur Father in heaven...ò  When Jesus 
described God as the Father, He described him in a role 

where we can imagine His interest, His investment, and 
His involvement in our lives.  This is the role of true 

fathers, and this is the role of the Heavenly Father.   

God  the Son is interceding (John 14:16).  This is through 

whom we must pray.  While Jesus instructed His apostles 
to ask of the Father for their needs, Jesus also 

commanded them to ask for these things through His 
name (John 14:13).  Jesus stands, literally, as our 

Intercessor (Heb 7:25); Mediator, the one who can settle 
our differences, and balance our contrast from God (I Tim 
2:5); High Priest, He not only settles our sins, but He 

understands our sins, our struggles, and our 
shortcomings.  He has felt what we feel, and has lived 

where we live (Heb 4:15); Advocate, He is arguing on our 
behalf, in our favor, and for our sake (I John 2:1); Judge 

(II Tim 4:8).  Jesus is the Sympathizer, He is the one who  

God the Holy Spirit is interpreting (Rom 8:26).  We 

give lesser attention to the Holy Spirit of God, 
because we have associated something mystical 

about Him.  We cannot neglect our pursuit of this 
aspect of the Godhead, for if we do, we will be 

more prone to believe and accept what is not true 
regarding the identity of the Holy Spirit of God.  

The Holy Spirit of God listens when we pray, so 
that if our words and thoughts we want to convey 

are not plain, He will supply what is lacking, so 

that our prayer will not be hindered before God.  
ñLikewise the Spirit also heals in our weaknesses.  

For we do not know what we should pray for as we 
ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession 

for us with groaning which cannot be 
utteredò (Romans 8:26).   
 

The God of heaven and earth needed a way to 

provide for the spiritual needs of all mankind.  Thus 
the sending of His Son Jesus Christ to the earth, to 

supply our needs, meet our debt of sin with full 
payment, and have our lives lifted up in 

redemption through the Son.  No wonder Jesus is 
able to save us from our sins, for the very power 

that is found in prayer, is found in Him.  I hope you 

know, ñFor in Him dwells all the fullness of the 
Godhead bodilyò (Col 2:9).
