ñI do not pray that you take them out of the world, but 

that you keep them from the evil oneò (John 17:15).  
Jesus Christ, above all other things, does not want your 

life or my life taken out of this world.  We are here, as 
children of Godôs divine creation and image for a purpose.  

That purpose, above all else, is to make sure the 
confusion of the world and the lies of satan do not 

captivate the hearts of all who need salvation.  Jesus 

knew the worldôs way of thinking, choosing, believing, 
reasoning was not the way of His Father, and thus He 

begs of the Father in prayer, to keep those who are His 
away from the influence that is of the world.    
 

ñI do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will 

believe in Me through their wordò (John 17:20).  Jesus 
calls for believers, who will in contrite and honest ways, 

look at their life and know the emptiness which so easily 
entangles their life is only filled with Jesus Christ.  Itôs a 

life which does not lead us to a rigid system of laws, 
merely to be observed and kept, but to a life marked by 

transformation and rededication through Jesus Christ.  

Belief in the Lord changes everything about us.  Many 
have followed the recent news of Dr. Kent Brantly, the 

physician being treated for ebola, having served in a West 
Africa hospital, captures the Christian transformation best 

with his words shared via the Samaritan Purse website.  
ñI am writing this update from my isolation room at 
Emory University Hospital, where the doctors and nurses 
are providing the very best care possible. I am growing 
stronger every day, and I thank God for His mercy as I 
have wrestled with this terrible disease. I also want to 
extend my deep and sincere thanks to all of you who have 
been praying for my recovery as well as for Nancy 
(Writebol) and for the people of Liberia and West Africa.  
My wife Amber and I, along with our two children, did not 
move to Liberia for the specific purpose of fighting Ebola. 
We went to Liberia because we believe God called us to 
serve Him at ELWA Hospital.  One thing I have learned is 
that following God often leads us to unexpected places.  

This is who we are, we are people of compassion, 
and people of helping.  We are the ones who desire 

to step into the lives and hearts of others, and go 
to the places and parts of the world where no one 

else will ever go, and reach out with the love and 
compassion of Jesus.  When courage leads us to 

answer the call of Christ and courage prompts us 
to step out into the world and shine our light, more 

lives like that are needed, and fewer who are 

content to merely criticize those who serve.  I hope 
you know, this is one step for us in the right 

direction of fulfilling the prayer of our Lord, as we 
shine His light in this world.   

When Ebola spread into Liberia, my usual hospital 
work turned more and more toward treating the 
increasing number of Ebola patients. I held the 
hands of countless individuals as this terrible 
disease took their lives away from them. I 
witnessed the horror firsthand, and I can still 
remember every face and name.  When I started 
feeling ill on that Wednesday morning, I 
immediately isolated myself until the test 
confirmed my diagnosis three days later. When 
the result was positive, I remember a deep sense 
of peace that was beyond all understanding. God 
was reminding me of what He had taught me 
years ago, that He will give me everything I need 
to be faithful to Him.ò
