"I Hope You Know”

Then He said to them, "“These are the words which I
spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things
must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of
Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning
Me"” (Luke 24:44). Of all the books of the Bible, the
book of Psalms is largest, most diverse, and perhaps
with respect to all scripture, the most beloved. In
this marvelous book is the collection of poetry which
reflects the emotions of the writer as they respond to
the revelations of the nature of God in the Old
Testament. Hebrew poetry is different from our own;
ours having a syncopated rhythm and rhyme, Hebrew
poetry has an object in focus. How delightful to
know the emphasis of the poetry of the Holy Spirit, is
you, your struggle, your soul’s deep song, and the
search for the supply of your needs.

The Psalms ring clear with the struggle of the heart,
"I am weary with my groaning; all night I make my
bed swim; I drench my couch with my tears” (Psalm
6:6). "My tears have been my food day and
night” (Psalm 42:2-4). “Those who sow in tears shall
reap in joy” (Psalm 126:5). When the tongue no
longer has words to describe the depth of the pain
the heart has harbored, the Psalms fill the soul with
comfort through the connection that God
understands. From sorrow to the source of strength,
the Psalms turn to the everlasting God of heaven.
“Blessed be the Lord God of Israel from everlasting to
everlasting! Amen and Amen” (Psalm 41:13). His
mercy endures, His righteousness endures, His praise
endures, His faithfulness endures, His judgments
endure, His name endures, His dominion endures, His
mercy, His mercy, His mercy, His mercy, His mercy,
33x’s, His mercy endures (Psalm 9:7, 100:5).

Of all the songs which the book of Psalms could
record, no higher song, no greater song could mortal
tongue sing, than the chorus of the song concerning
the King of Kings, the Lord of Lords, “"He is coming.”
We call these Psalms, the Messianic Psalms. The first
of these precious songs concerning our Savior, ask a
question that resonates clearly in the world of today,
“"Why do the nations rage, and the people plot a vain
thing? The kings of the earth set themselves, and the
rulers take counsel together, against the Lord and
against His anointed saying, ‘Let us break Their bonds
in pieces and cast away Their cords from us'’ (Psalm
2:1-3).

King David wrote this Psalm concerning King Jesus,
and the foresight of the Anointed’s tomorrow was a
futile struggle against His authority and against His
deity. Just as in the days of old, so too do all hearts,
even the hearts of the faithful at times, want to rid
themselves of the “bonds and cords” of God’s will.
From the nation of one, whose heart is set firmly
against God, to the nation of many who reject the
influence of His truth in the way of governance, God'’s
sovereignty is rejected for man’s selfishness. I hope
you know, the greatest surrender of our hearts in any
age, must be to the “bonds” of peace and the “cords”
of guidance our Master, our Savior, extends to us.
