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ñI Hope You Knowò 

        

What difference does it make if we recognize the reality of 

sin, but not the personal accountability of sin?  Pharaoh 
admitted his guilt of sin, ñI have sinnedò (Exodus 10:16), 

but he never made any kind of change.  Balaam, a prophet 
of God when confronted by an angel of the Lord said, ñI 

have sinnedò (Numbers 22:34), but continued on his road 
from God; King Saul confessed, ñI have sinnedò (I Samuel 

15:24), but Saul ended his walk with God; Judas even 
admitted the words, ñI have sinnedò (Matthew 27:4), yet 

sought no forgiveness for his sin.  Admitting and 

recognizing sin is important, but if we simply look at sin in 
our life, and acknowledge its presence without making 

measurable change, what have we done more than state 
the obvious?  At the same time, those who are convicted 

by sin, need not feel alone, for there is the revelation, 
ñThere is none righteous, no not oneò (Romans 3:10).  

Some have described Romans 3:23 accurately through 
illustrating all of mankind standing on the edge of a river, 

and trying to jump from one river bank to the other.  While 

some may be able to jump farther than others, none, on 
their own, would be able to jump to the other river bank.  

All would ñfall short.ò  This is manôs very condition and 
relationship with sin.   

 
While sin is a universal problem and ñall have sinned and 

fall short of the glory of Godò we can narrow down the 
scope of our falling and see how personally it applies to us.  

We are in desperate need of being saved from sin, but the 

source of our sin is our own desires.  ñBut each one is 
tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and 

enticed.  Then, when desire has conceived it gives birth to 
sin; and sin, when it is full grown, brings forth 
deathò (James 1:14-15).  Yes, sin is all around us.  Yes, 
sinôs ñdesire is for youò (Genesis 4:7).  That being said, we 

must accept responsibility for the actions and the reality of 
sin in our individual lives.  In effect, James 1:14 -15 says, 

we are in need of being saved from ourselves. Sin is an 

offense to God.  The presence of sin in our lives makes us  

When was the last time word came to you that you 

had offended another person?  Too often, the 
word comes by way of second or third hand 

information, which is offensive, sinful, in and of 
itself, but nonetheless you are made aware.  Did 

you go to that person, did you extend your 
apology, and did you state your ignorance of their 

hurt?  Or did you choose rather to let them deal 
with their pain, their hurt, their offense, in their 

own way, because after all, ñItôs not my problem 

they are hurt, if they are, they need to get over it!ò  
God is offended by sin.  He is offended by your sin, 

and my sin, and the sin of the entire world.  I hope 
you know, there is not one thing we can do of our 

own accord to regain Godôs favor, save embracing 
His offering of forgiveness through Jesus Christ, 

the One who became the offense for us, so we 
could put on Christ and be hidden with God in 

Christ, hidden from sin, and open to God.  In the 

darkness of sin, we hear the cry, ñSave me from 
me!ò 

an offense to God.   (Habakkuk 1:13; I Peter 3:12).  

We can in our own capacity know what it means to 
be offended, or to offend another.
