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“I Hope You Know” 

To say our country and land continues to face the pain of 
division, is an understatement.  We’ve witnessed what some 
would call a repudiation of one radical ideology with the surge of 
another.  Over the weekend our nation and much of the world 
witnessed yet another protest and response to the differences 

which exist among so many in our nation and our world.  What 
was described as the “Women’s March” assembled more than 
one million protesters across the nation and around the world.  
Some reading these words will already form a skeptical 
assumption toward their intended purpose.  Sadly, so much of 
how we interact today is shaped by our skepticism, and drawing 
our conclusions before we hear a matter.  The wise man Solomon 
said such behavior is folly to the one who answers a matter 
before it’s heard (Proverbs 18:13).   
 

Far too many people of faith are willing to filter their 
understanding of the world through a lens or perspective rooted 
in personal preference and not divine revelation (Jeremiah 
10:23).  When we shape our view of the world through 
“philosophy and empty deceit, according to the tradition of men” 
and not according to God’s word and revelation, we not only 
agree with the noise of the world, but we add to its volume.  
God’s people must in mind and motive, promote His will and not 
that of the world’s.   
 

There is a value found in the life of every woman, that cannot be 
equaled by any other.  She is as powerful a creation in her force 
and is as unique and unmatched as the very creation of all of 
nature or the light around us.  When scripture speaks of the life 
of a woman, words like “precious, virtuous, trust, and blessed” 
are the only words which can adequately describe her 
contributions.  The woman of Proverbs 31 finds the greater 
balance of her worth in the purpose she brings to others through 
being a wife and mother, before her purpose of industry is ever 
exalted (Proverbs 31:10-15).  The woman of I Peter 3 exalted 
her Savior before she ever sought to exalt self.  Ruth would raise 
a Son who would eventually supply a Savior.   

From the value of women, comes a voice.  Sadly, 
it is a voice which goes largely unheard.  Over 
one million women marched on January 22, 
2017.  Yet, in the background, there were 69 
million voices, crying out in the manner of Abel, 
“being dead” they speak.  These 69 million are 
not found in a political party or a “grass roots” 
movement.  They are not those clamoring for 
some form of equal representation, pay, or even 
gender identity.  The 69 million represent the 
lives of the children lost to the atrocity of 
abortion since January 22, 1973.  Were we 
listening, were the world inclined to listen, their 
message could have drowned out the message of 
those who marched.   
 
One author best illustrated the number of 69 
million.  It’s the sum total of the states of:  
Tennessee, Missouri, Arkansas, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, Alabama, Georgia, Florida, South 
Carolina, North Carolina, Virginia, West Virginia, 
and Kentucky.  Wipe out the southeast, and 
you've matched the number of the unborn who 
have been aborted in the name of equal rights, 
choice, and progress.  Few hearts will ever 
respond to legislated morality.  I hope you know, 
given the chance, every heart can respond to the 
gospel, allowing for the “march” to be a 
revolution for the eternal will of God.
