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ñI Hope You Knowò 

Throughout the life of Jesus we see Him regularly 

declaring His deity, specifically when it was right and 
necessary to do so (John 6:35).  Jesus presented more 

evidence than the world could possibly hold to confirm His 
identity (John 21:25).  Ironically, Jesus spent much of His 

time and ministry defending Himself to those who were 
allowed doubt and skepticism to prevail in their hearts and 

their judgment (Mark 2:8 -12).  Jesus lived, preached, and 
served among those who did not accept the evidence He 

presented for His deity.  His most convincing evidence 

would be that of His gruesome and agonizing death on the 
cross.  This event, for many would confirm belief in Jesus 

as the Son of God.  ñWhen you lift up the Son of Man, then 
you will know that I am Heò (John 8:28).   

 
Many did believe in Jesus when He was crucified and 

because He was crucified (Matthew 27:54; Acts 2:36, 
41).  In many ways it has never been easier to speak to 

people about Jesus.  Thanks to the media, and their feeble 

and inept attempts to discredit the Lord, Jesus is still a 
popular topic of discussion and conversation.  John the 

Apostle was concerned with people discussing Jesus in 
true and factual terms.  Thus, he wrote a beautiful gospel 

record, and three convincing epistles, supplying evidences 
and eye witness reports of the real Jesus (John 20:30 -31; 

I John 1:1 -4).  With all the evidence and support for the 
identity and deity of Jesus, what impact does it have on 

the life of an individual?  The answer is, no impact at all, if 

the person refuses to lift up Jesus.   
 

Jesus was lifted up, in a manner of speaking, before the 
people as a blasphemer.  He was not.  He was lifted up as a 

fraud.  He was anything but.  He was lifted up as a 
criminal.  He is the only completely innocent with no sin, 

who was wrongly condemned as a liar.  He was finally  

lifted up on the cross as a sin sacrifice, settling the 

demands of justice and fulfilling the gift of love 
and grace.  He was sacrificed for all men, for even 

He Himself said, ñIf I am lifted up from the earth, 
will draw all peoples to Myselfò (John 12:32).   

 
Jesus was most concerned with the world 

believing in Him.  To accomplish this He called for 
the individual to lift up the Son of Man.  The one 

who has yet to come to Jesus must first lift Him 

up.  This is done when we lift up the Savior of the 
world in our hearts.  As we exalt the teachings of 

Jesus as more than ñgood adviceò we come to 
understand His words as divine instructions for 

life.  The one who has yet to believe in Jesus has 
the need of lifting Him up as their Savior.  Owning 

Him as their personal redeemer.  This is only 
accomplished when they first recognize their sin 

needs forgiving, and the only means to be 

forgiven is through the one lifted up.  People can 
exalt philosophy, opinion, and even error, but in 

the end, until Jesus is lifted up in their heart as 
Lord, they are lost, separated, and without a 

Savior.  I hope you know, lifting up the Lord is the 
first step to an eternal walk with Savior of all
