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ñI Hope You Knowò 
 

When relaying the parable of a certain widow (Luke 18:1 -

8); how she was persistent in her request of the king to 
relieve her from the wrongfulness of her adversary, Jesus 
assures God will deliver those who are faithful to Him in all 
their deeds.  However, at the end of this parable, Jesus 
asks the question pertaining to His return, ñNevertheless, 
when the Son of Man comes, will He really find faith on the 
earth?ò  To understand, let us look for a moment at the 
parable in which this statement is made.   
 
The widow in this certain city (vs. 3) who was being 
persecuted by an adversary sought deliverance from her 
persecutor.  This widow was not asking for vengeance 
upon those who were troubling her.  She merely wanted to 
see justice done on her behalf.  Therefore, as her cause 
was just, she went to the proper authority and pleaded her 
case on a regular basis.  This one action proves two things.  

One, the widow was continually facing some type of 
adversity.  Two, she was not willing to surrender to the 
adversity, or doubt the power of the authority to end her 
trouble.  She was persistent with her case.   
 
Jesus, when presenting the message from the parable, 
pointed not only to the necessity of remaining constant 
when the cause is right and just, but He also proposed 
another thought when asking His question.  That thought 
being; do we lose our faith when the difficulty persists?  It 
may be the case all too often, when we fail to see 
resolution of the problems in our lives, we lose faith.  
Christ would beg those who are on the verge of forfeiting 
their faith to endure, just a little while longer (II Tim 
2:12a).   
 
 

Notice how quickly God will avenge those of His own 
who are persecuted.  He will do so speedily (Luke 
18:8).  We are reminded of the passage of time is 
different with God, than with man (II Peter 3:8 -9).  
Paul would call the affliction we suffer in this body 
both ñlightò and ñbut for a momentò.  We are not to 
lose our faith, because God has not lost sight of His 
promise to us (Luke 18:7).  Our faith is honed on the 
sharpening stone of prayer, daily petitioning God, 
thanking Him for His faithfulness, and reminding 
ourselves of our duty to not ñfaintò in doing good 
(Luke 18:1 -KJV).  
 
Through our prayers to God come our concerns of 
living, fears of tomorrow, and hope for eternity.  By 
our prayers, the Lord hears the nature of our heart, 
and knows when it is weary, and ready to faint.  But 
those who wait with the Lord will neither grow weary 
nor faint (Isaiah 40:31), for through their faithfulness 
and waiting upon God shall be renewed.  Whatever 
your burden, whatever your weight, lay it before God.  
If you have done so once already, do so again, and 
once more after that.  Petition, plead, and pray to the 
Lord God of heaven to hear your voice, lift your 
burden, and carry your load.  I hope you know, He is 
wanting to hear from you, and desires to hear from 
you more than once.
